Following the resolution of the United Nations Environment Assembly, "Sustainable Lake Management (SLM)" has gained 

international attention, with the following points being emphasized:

◆ Countermeasures against climate change and improving water quality

◆ Creation of symbolic days and events, such as "World Lake Day"

◆ Collaboration between scientists and policymakers, as well as participation from the younger generation

In response, ILEC will organize a forum, inviting domestic and international experts, government officials, international 

organizations, enterprises, and young leaders to discuss solutions for the future.

The following three points will be discussed to explore the theme "Are Lakes Sustainable?":

① “Source-to-Sea” Approach: The importance of considering lakes, rivers, and oceans as an interconnected system

             from their water sources to their endpoints.

② Significance of “World Lake Day”: The potential impact of raising awareness about the importance of lakes. 

③ Social Efforts for the Next Generation: Education and support for sustainable lake management.
